Research Abstract Criteria

· The research study must be relevant to nurses working in cancer care

· The abstract should clearly outline the study purpose, methods, findings and discussion/conclusions (300 words maximum). 
· Abstracts will not be edited for content. Please ensure that you proof read your abstract for typographical or grammatical errors prior to submission.

Abstract Criteria

Please prepare abstracts to include the following key elements:

1) Title:

     The title should clearly and succinctly reflect the contents of the abstract.

2) Authors and Affiliations:

      Enter each author name (and organisation) separately and identify whether the individual is the primary author or a co-author (Not included in word count).

3) Purpose: 

    What was the intent or goal of the study? (What did you want to learn?) 

4) Background/Significance: 

What was the problem and why was it important? What knowledge are you building on?

5) Method (where applicable): 

What was the design? Describe the sample. What instruments were used? How was the data collected and analysed?

6) Results/Outcome: 

What were the findings?

7) Conclusions: 

What do the findings mean for cancer nursing?

Criteria for Abstract Acceptance

The main factors to qualify abstracts for acceptance are as follows:

· Clarity: The purpose/aims/objectives of the research presented are clearly described.
· Significance: The research makes an important contribution to cancer nursing and/or is of interest to cancer nurses.
· Methods: (where applicable): The methods used are appropriate to achieving the objectives of the study.
· Discussion/conclusion: The discussion/conclusion is consistent with the identified findings.
· Presentation: The abstract is logical, interesting, clearly written and free of errors.
